Upon arrival in Srinagar, guests are advised to arrange their own taxi 
to the designated hotel, where our team will be ready to welcome them.

Enjoy a peaceful shikara ride on the iconic Dal Lake, and if time permits, visit 
the Shankaracharya Temple for panoramic views of the city.

After breakfast, begin the scenic drive to Kargil via Sonmarg and Drass 
Valley, crossing the breathtaking Zojila Pass. En route, visit the Kargil War 
Memorial in Drass, a tribute to the bravery of Indian soldiers. Upon reaching 

Kargil by dusk, take a short tour of the town before settling in for the night. Overnight: 
Hotel in Kargil.
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Y After breakfast, begin the ride to Leh, crossing the scenic Namika La and 
Fotu La passes with stunning views of the Indus Valley. En route, visit the 
ancient Lamayuru Monastery. Arrive in Leh by early afternoon and spend 

the rest of the day relaxing or preparing for upcoming rides. In the evening, explore the 
local markets or visit the historic Leh Palace. Overnight: Hotel in Leh.
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Today’s journey begins with a thrilling ride over Khardung La Pass (18,380 
ft), leading into the breathtaking Nubra Valley. Explore Diskit Monastery, 
known for its majestic Maitreya Buddha statue. Later, visit the Hunder Sand 

Dunes, where you can enjoy a unique ride on rare double-humped camels. The day ends 
with an overnight stay in Nubra.stay: Camps or guesthouse in Hunder, Nubra Valley.
